	Materials:

· Print out of “shape of Maryland” on colored (multiple colors) regular or construction paper
· Magazines
· Plastic Baggies (1 per child)
· Scissors
· Glue Sticks
· Crayons


	Procedure:

1. In large group talk with children about their theme of the week (Maryland) and ask them to tell me what they know about their state.  
2. Show a magazine and discuss with them what it is and how we will use it today; we will be looking through magazines to find items (pictures, words, etc.) to cut out that make us think about Maryland.  Give example(s) to children.
3. Explain the directions step-by-step;
a. Class will be divided in half, first half will start, while remaining will play in centers until called over to start
b. find pictures in magazine that make them think of Maryland, 
c. cut them out(About 10), once cut place in their plastic baggie (which will be labeled with their name)
d. once complete move to next table where they will be given the choice of which color “shape of Maryland” paper they want
e. put their name on the paper 
f. glue on items they cut out to fill in their state
g. can add color using crayons if desired 
h. once complete move to center
4. The completed product will be posted on a bulletin board titled “My State” and all of their collages will be displayed
5. Once done being displayed will be kept as work samples


	Extension Activity:

1. Have children display and explain their picture to their friends, one at time in large or small groups; why they chose certain items; how it is about Maryland, etc. 
2. Supply additional craft material to decorate picture more; i.e. glitter, markers, ribbons, etc.



1. Introduction/Motivation/Set Induction:  How will you get the children’s attention?

· Gather children into large group and talk/discuss Maryland; ask them what they know about Maryland, eastern shore, etc.
· Showing magazines and the paper they will be using 
2. Nurturing/Teaching Strategies Procedures:  What are the steps you will take to conduct this activity/experience?

· Make sure I have enough magazines and that they pertain to items that can be related to Maryland (include for outdoor, sports and Maryland specific magazines)
· Have enough material for the project
3. Closure:  How will you know it’s time to end your activity?
· Once the last child completes collage, the activity will be complete
· Can continue activity with extension activities if time remains
· If complete; have children help clean up the table 
4. Transition:  How will you prepare the children psychologically or physically for what will occur next?

· Using the classes current transition; 1, 2, 3 Eyes on me; and then inform them that it is time for lunch or whatever is scheduled next
· Children will help clean up and then go to large meeting area and transition to next scheduled/routine item (snack/lunch).

· Additional assistance with cutting may be needed
· One on one where needed; cutting, pasting, deciding on a what items to cut
· For those who do not understand or grasp the topic; have them cut pictures that relate to their family/home life instead.

Self-Evaluation:

· Do you feel you were sufficiently prepared for the activity?

Yes, to a certain extent.  I was not unprepared concerning the children but did underestimate the amount of time it would take.  If it went any longer would have had to stop activity and pick up after lunch for those that needed to finish.  
· How did the children engage/respond to the activity?

The children really seemed to like the activity.  While they liked cutting the magazine I saw more children “excited” about the craft part of gluing the magazine clippings and decorating their collage. 
· Do you feel this activity was developmentally-appropriate for the children?

Yes, I at first questioned if they would be able to grasp the idea but every child was able to understand the context and even surprised me at some of the lengths they went to connect a picture they found to Maryland. 
· Were the goals/objectives met?
Yes, above and beyond.
· Is there anything you might change if you plan this activity again?
I would definitely have more stationed help.  Making sure each teacher and assistant had a specific job and location.  This would allow me to concentrate more on specific one on one with children throughout activity.  
· How might you use other domain areas to expand on this activity and meet additional goals?
I did tie in some writing and definitely social studies; which could also have been expanded.  I had the children write their names and Maryland on their collage.  Also, knowing information specific to Maryland and the Chesapeake was incorporating social studies.  Could probably tie in multiple other areas but I would be careful not to overload the content, so the children have some free reign to create their own work.  
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
