3/4/15 – EHS – Worked with both morning and afternoon group.  Completed lesson plan with afternoon group.  Played, observed and guided play with children in small groups and free play – centers.  Had one on one time at library center with individual observed child, and read books.
What new skills or new understandings did you gain today?  (Positive and Negative experiences)

EHS – I am really having to step back and watch how the teachers deal with a particular child who is 75% of the time pushing boundaries; jumping off of furniture, being rough with himself and others.  His bad behavior escalates to 100% of the time when his mother arrives, being unsafe and dangerous with himself and everyone around.  The child’s mother has another son, in the 1 year old class, and is 6 months pregnant.  I also heard the mother say she was only 19 years old.  This can explain his behavior, the acting out and not really having limits, as the mother is over her head at times (which she continues to say, and doesn’t know what she is going to with another boy).  Learning a child’s home life can really help put in perspective why a child acts the way he/she does. 
Goals and plans for the next time you are in the classroom:

I plan to do a social emotional and social skills lesson plan at EHS the next week, regarding feelings.  My goal is to try and work more with the child who seems to be “out of control” at times, to see if I can successfully redirect his behaviors.
