We continued playing with multiple centers until snack time.

Came back when the two classrooms were combined and help supervise and play with both age groups in centers until their parents came to pick them up.

They got so loud at one time, the director came into the room to ask if someone was crying/screaming.  However, they were just being very dramatic when telling a story. 

3/26 – CCECD – Today I was not in my normal class, I was in Ms. Sue’s room, which will be the continued scheduled now (on Thursdays).  I ate lunch with the children, did a small group activity with them and helped them get to sleep at nap time.
