Describe what you did today. (Briefly describe all the things you did today during your Practicum experience.)

3/30 – EHS – Due to shortness of staff both 2 and 3 years olds were combined today so it made for a very busy day, spending time with the children in centers, snack, music time and outside.  I was also able to complete a circle time activity; reading a book to the children during their snack.   I was also trained on the phones and covered the front desk for 45 minutes. 
3/31 – Was with 3 years olds at first; I ate lunch with the children, engaged and supervised outside time on the playground (both groups).  Right before nap time I transitioned to the 4 and 5 year old classroom, helped get everyone ready for nap, prepared snack and engaged with the children in free play.  Both rooms then combined and I supervised back of the room with another teacher.  

4/2 – With 3 year old classroom today, we ate lunch together, played outside and helped “rub” the children for nap time.
What new skills or new understandings did you gain today?  (Positive and Negative experiences)

Since I have been going into the three year old room once a week now I have been able to identify what times the children’s negative behaviors seem to increase.  Transitions in this classroom are not the best; due to children displaying the most negative behaviors.  The transitions are very long, and leave the children “bored” for lack of a better word.  Specifically from lunch to bathroom to outside time.  The children are made wait around after cleaning up, grabbing a book and either laying/sitting in library or coming back to the seat, they are then all told to use the restroom once everyone is done eating causing all the children to stand in line (around 14) at once.  Then they are directed to get their jackets on and wait in line for outside.  Those are very long periods where the children are made to stand in lines.
