	Procedure:

1. In large group talk with children about creating a box for our letters, a different activity we will do once our box is done and dry/ready to use.
2. Put all supplies on tables and let children start decorating box


	Extension Activity:

1. Have more than one box, so they have more time decorating
2. Find more materials that could be used to decorate
3. Have blank pieces of paper that they can decorate on their own



1. Introduction/Motivation/Set Induction:  How will you get the children’s attention?

· Gather children around the table with all the supplies and ask the children what they would do with the supplies; how they would use, etc.
2. Nurturing/Teaching Strategies Procedures:  What are the steps you will take to conduct this activity/experience?

· Have enough materials and supplies for everyone to participate
· Make sure there is a timer, if needed, so everyone gets a turn decorating the box
· Have a large enough box; or multiple boxes available if needed.

· Children will help clean up and then go to into free play/centers.
