	Materials:

· Book “How Do Dinosaurs Go to School” by Jane Yolen & Mark Teague
· Large board with ability to write/ paper and easel


	Procedure:

1. In large group interact discuss behaviors, feelings and manners.
2. Write out what are appropriate and inappropriate behaviors
3. Read book
4. Discuss list


	Extension Activity:

1. Role play scenarios of bad behavior and what they should do
2. Have children write in journals about how they follow rules and respect everyone at school



1. Introduction/Motivation/Set Induction:  How will you get the children’s attention?

· Once all children gathered in meeting area; ask who likes dinosaurs
2. Nurturing/Teaching Strategies Procedures:  What are the steps you will take to conduct this activity/experience?

· Make sure book is DAP
· Have enough time for reflection with the children after the book
3. Closure:  How will you know it’s time to end your activity?
· Once we have had discussion after book; activity is over and may be continued with extension activities if children still interested
· IF the children are not grasping the ideas/discussion; it’s time to end.
4. Transition:  How will you prepare the children psychologically or physically for what will occur next?

· Do a transition activity to the next scheduled activity; can ask specific information about the book and children have to answer to go to next activity.  i.e. how do you ask a question, what should we do after we use the bathroom, etc.

· Do small groups if children are having are hard time grasping; or if there have been multiple behaviors specific to this topic, to obtain more focus on subject
· Read book before completing the chart versus after
