	Procedure:

1. Gather children in large group and explain directions
2. Partner children up in smaller groups and have them complete activity
3. Take turns being statue

	Extension Activity:

1. Have multiple statues and one person try and make them laugh or flinch; or
2. Have one statue (really good at the game) and have multiple children try to make statue laugh or flinch
3. You can take this activity into charades



1. Introduction/Motivation/Set Induction:  How will you get the children’s attention?

· Gathering children in large group and explaining directions but then also role modeling (between two teachers) how the game works.
2. Nurturing/Teaching Strategies Procedures:  What are the steps you will take to conduct this activity/experience?

Make sure children have understanding of directions

Have more than one teacher able to assist in activity


Try to limit distractions

3. Closure:  How will you know it’s time to end your activity?
· There will be a time limit for this activity since each group may progress at a different pace; 10 minutes
· If after 10 minutes children still need further instruction with activity will continue if not
· End activity with myself being the statue and the children have the opportunity to “break” me

· As stated above time limit will be given so children have an idea of when they will be moving on; also having an ending activity
· Transition them by having each child give me their best statue face, one at time and I get to make them laugh
